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filment of Joel's great prophecy. The

twentieth century, even, dares not mock at

the supernatural; and materialistic philos

ophy can not explain the phenomena of

the spirit world. The Christians of the

thirteenth century believed in visions and

saw visions. Aitho an age of visions is apt

to be a visionary age, this was not altogether

true of the thirteenth century. The visions

of Francis of Assisi, of Catherine the Saint,

of Peter Nolasco, and of others in this age,

had a tremendous effect on their lives and

influence. We may doubt the vision, but

we can not doubt its result in the lives of

those who profess to have seen it. Call it

religious hallucination or pious imagination

if you will, but even then it has power.

Ruskin says that "such imagination is

given us that we may be able to vision

forth the ministry of angels beside us and

see the chariots of fire on the mountains

that gird us round." In that age of Mariol"
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
