attitude when the angry mob caught up
stones, and crash followed crash against
the body of the aged missionary? Per
haps not only the manner of his death but
his last prayer was like that of Stephen the
first martyr.

It was the teaching of the medieval
Church that there are three kinds of mar-
tyrdom: The first both in will and in deed,
which i1s the highest; the second, in will
but not in deed; the third. in deed but not
in will. St. Stephen and the whole army
of those who were martyred by fire or
sword for their testimony are examples of
the first kind of martyrdom. St. John the
Evangelist and others like him who died
in exile or old age as witnesses to the truth
but without violence, are examples of the
second kind. The Holy Innocents, slain
by Herod, are an example of the third
kind. Lull verily was a martyr in will

and in deed. Not only at Bugia, when he
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
