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Seventh-day Adventists interpret the prophecies relating to the beast,
amd the reception of his work, as something that will come into sharp
focus just before the return of our Lord in glory. It is our understand-
ing that this issue will then become a worldwide test,132

In her book, The Triumph Of God's Love, Mrs, White says:

But Christians of past generations observed the Sunday, supposing
that in so doing they were keeping the Bible Babbath; and there are now
true Christians in every church, not excepting the Roman Catholic com-
munion, who honestly believe that Sunday is the Sabbath of divine appoint-
ment, God accepts their sincerity of purpose and their integrity before
Him, But vhen Sunday observance shall be enforced by law, and the world
shall be enlightened concerning the obligation of the true Sabbath, then
whoever shall transgress the command of God, to obey a precept which has
no higher authority than that of Rome, will thereby honor popery above
God, He is paying homage to Rome and to the power which enforces the
institution ordained by Rome, He is worshipping the beast and his image.
As men then reject the institution which God has declared to be the sign
of His authority, and honor in its stead that which Rome has chosen as
the token of her supremacy, they will thereby accept the sign of alleg-
iance to Rome -- "the mark of the beast." And it is not until the issue
is thus plainly set before the people, and they are brought to choose
between the commandments of God and the comnandments of men, that those
who continue in transgression will receive "the mark of the beast,"133

In that same chapter of her book, The Triumph Of God's Love, Mrs,

White continues:

In the issue of the contest all Christendom will be divided into

two great classes -- those who keep the camandments of God and the faith
of Jesus, and those who worship the beast and his image and receive his
mark. Although church and state will unite their power to compel "all,
both small and great, rich and poor, free and bond" (Revelation 13:16),
to receive "the mark of the beast," yet the people of God will not re-
ceive it, The prophet of Patmos beholds '"them that had gotten the vic-
tory over the beast, and over his image, and over his mark, and over the
nunber of his name, stand on the sea of glass, having the harps Zf God"
and singing the song of Moses and the Lamb, Revelation 15:2,515

Again in her book, The Triumph Of God's Love, lirs, White says:
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
