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The Watchtower had alsc predicted the world would
come to an end in 1914, 1913, 1925, and 1941.

The Wetchtower also obredicted that the world will
come to gn end before gll the members of the 144,000
die. The places of the 144,000 were all filled

from amonsg those living in 1G14! According to the
Watchtower, therefore, the world will come to an

end around the end of this century.

(c) ': He was one of the Watchtower's fore-
most scholars

(d) He wes forced to resign from the gov-.
erning body of the Watchtower by 1its
leaders in 19380.

(e) He was disfellowshippged by the leaders
of the Wetchtower Society in 198L....

Supposedly

For dining with his friend end employer,
Peter Gregerson, who was officislly
regerded by the Soclety as en epostate.

According to Rgymond Frsnz, however, he
was disfellowshipped to keep him from

talking with other members of the Soclety.
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
