III. A Survey of the Key Doctrines of the Jehovah's Witnesses

A. Doctrine of Jesus Christ

The Jehovah's Witnesses believe that Jesus Christ was an
angel, then a man, and then an angel again, but they do
not believe Jesus Christ Is God.

b. He was an angel who was known in Heaven as
Michael, the archangel (Jude 9)

things Col. 1:16,17 and John 1:1-3,10 cf. Gen.
1:26)
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
