Reason why the Lord's people are not to fear

The Lord's people are not to fear to do the work the Lord
wants them to do, namely, to rebuild the temple because of
the promise the Lord made concerning the future. The Lord
promised that in the future the temple would be more glorious
than Solomon's temple and that in Jerusalem where the temple
is located, there would be peace. Because the Lord is omni-
potent and can and will fulfill this promise, one day the
temple will be more glorious than Solomon's temple and in the
place where the temple ls located there will be peace. There-
fore, because of this promise, His people are not to fear to
rebuild the temple, even though in its existent state, it
doesn't correspond to their human expectations.
