3. Function of the Energetic Nun
The energetic nun emphasizes the verbal suffix, but when the
verbal suffix with the energetic nun is translated, this
emphasis is not reflected in the translation.
C. Attachment of the Verbal Suffixes to the Verb
1. Perfect Tense
a. Forms Ending in a Vowel
The verbal suffixes that begin with a consonant are used,
and they are added to the end of the verd (e.g.
WA VPT - "they caused him to kill").

b. Forms Ending in a Consonant

The verbal suffixes are added to the end of the verb
by means of connecting vowels as follows:
