-Observed that some Psalm titles don't appear to fit the
Psalm's content:

Psa. 56 mentions "doves" In the title, nothing in text.
Psa. 88 "concerning dancing with singinq" in title, Psalm

content is sad.

a,. Model Psalm Title

-Thirtle said that the model Psalm title is found in
Habakkuk 3:1 19b because it stands by itself and thus
cannot have any words that are taken from a preceding
Psd\m nor have any words that belong to a succeeding
Psalm. He said that this Psalm title, therefore, shows
us what the Psalm titles originally were in point of
form.

Note: The Psalm title in Isaiah 38:? 20b is similar to
the title in Habakkuk 3:1, 19b with the exception that
the subscription I only hinted at in Isaiah 38:20b
whereas in Habakkuk 3:19b it is clearly written out.

-Noticed that Hab. and Isa. have a different title style,.
which is split between the beginning and and
-Thirtle proposed that this was the original title style.
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
