entirety.
1) Psalm 34:20 (cf. John 19:36). Note that the subjeot of

Psa. 34:20 never dies. He is prescrved alive and his
bones are never broken. Does this fit Jesus?

-John 19:36 probably has Ex. 12:46 in view, not this
Psalm (seeina the passover lamb as a type ot Christ).

2) Psalm 41:9 (cf. John 13:18) betraval of Jesus by his
friend who ate with him. See sin problem in v.4.

3) Psalm 102:25-27 (of. Hebrews 1:10-12).

4) Psalm B:4-6 (of., Hebrews 2:4-8).

-These last 3 are "problem" Psalwms in terms of
determining how much ot the Psalm is messianio.

.8: "Beocause [(he) is from my right hand, I shall not be
moved."
-"Right hand" is protection (Psa. 121:5-é). not honor or
authority. “"From" = "at" here.

~-"Not be moved" implies security.
-Piocture: Because God is myv protection, I have the
'“ definite expectation that 1 will be safe and seoure.
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
