-Lived 140 years after this trial probably 50-70 at
start. Longevity was reduced after Jacob.

Not.: These things suggest that Job may have been
written toward the end of the Patriarchal period before
the exodus front Egypt took place.

-Eben Esra (1150 AD) said the tradition says that Moses
wrote it.
