He had been removed
from his position. But it was thought he might still continue to teach.\
at Princeton! Someone up there said, Isn't it a shame Ehey have to
wash all their dirty linnen in public, But here the Philadelphia
paper and some of the New York papers had a lot about this. These
awful things that were supposed to be happening at Princeton! They
had a comwmittee from General Assembly who came out to investigate
the seminary. They wee were very exciting days. Eventually the Board
sort of polarized. The majority of the Board of Directors were con-
servatives. But there was a strong minority. And this minority of
the Board of Directors were themselves the conservative members

of the Princeton University Board who were the liberal members of \

the Princeton Board. The conservatives had a slight majority in

the Board of Directors. But they also had a Beoard of Trustees,

In the Board of Trustees the liberals had a slight majority, The

whole thing was made out eventually to be a conflict between two

Boards.

Neher: Right around what years are we talking now?
AAM: Well, I went there in 1924 and graduated in 1927 and

in 1926 the Board talked to Dr., Machen, and I think the Professor \h
