A year or so later he came to
Chester to be assistant to Dr. Lathem, and our contacts were very numerous. We would
After that, when he went I phooed St. Louils to get them to hear him as a candidate
and what they replied was chac they a lisc of a dozen peocple whom they were plaaning to
hear, and they would put %m him on the list but he would be at the end of it.
