It
means something harmfﬁT{ something destructive, evil in the physical
sense, Out of the north evil will kxx break forth upon all the inhabltants
of the land, for lo I will call all the families to the kmix kingdom of the
EXYEEkx north. And we know that the kingdom of the north mmmazx means the
kingdom from which they would come by coming from the north., But they come
from those kingdoms, they go north and then across west and then south. So they
are coming frm the north into the land of Judah., They do not come from /glace
that is north of Judah on the globe. They didn't have globes. They come to
a place from the latter part of their journey, although the essentildl part
of it was from the north. 8o they speak of them as the families of the north,
The famllies that will come from that direction to Judah. Not the families
that lived in a pXxagmx place which 1s specifically in that direction.

Now these people, then, he says, will put up thelr thrones, their.
seats, their thrones of judgment, at the entry of the gates of Jerusalme, agaiﬂ/
all the laws there are round about. And we note the specific precise fulfillment
of this predictiion made to Jer.
