than your thousand won by indefinite and inaccurate ststements. And so that is one thing we
are interested in here, is , what is the truth on these matters. 3Idssmx I don't sy that you'll
get the spiritual blessing from this course that you would Bet from the study of the word.
Personally I love the courses in which we go directly into the Word and try to decide exactly
what it says and exactly what it means. However this is vital and it is important and the facts
we find in thekb course are facts which I feel every Ch-istian should get and get so that he
knows them.
