d. Sometimes one aspect must be so emphasized for a time, that there is serious
danger of overlooking the other. On anyone of these it is true that at times there is
a situation in which a certain aspect has been so overemphasized that we just have to
give a very wrong emphasis, we might say, to the other in order to establish a W14héé
balance, that is a balance with the overemphasis others have given. This is sometimes
necessary. It is necessary. We see a great lack and we fump in and we stress and we
emphasize and we deal with If this great lack that is tremendously important. But when
we see this and when we do this it is important that we still keep in mind the importance
balance on it, and that we do not allow ourselves to become unbalanced.
