or grouv of men were asked to do it. However, the Lord declares that he h#s chosen a ger-
vant for the purpose and that he will hold the servant's hand and keep him. Divine leader-
ghiv and divine power is promised for every step of the way. The last two phrases in the
verse are extremely interesting. The Lord will give his servant for a covenant of the

peovle and for & {E§ht of the Gentiles. The second of these phrases parallels exactly what

we had in verse 1, that he is bring forth judgment to the Gentiles, &nd verse&the isles shall
wait for his law. He is to bring the light of God's revelation to the Gentiles. <This is

great missionary work which Israel has resvonsibility to see verformed. However, the first

vart adds a new idea.
