These claims of Chriet, that He was God, the Creator of the universe, would
indicate colossal effrontery or utter lumacy, if spoken by an ordinary person. TYet
examination of His spotless life, His peerless teachings, and His umparalleled in-
flusnee can lsad to only one conclusion: His claims are true.
