He distinguished between His own and the world as if the world were something
quite different and finally in Verse 30 He 'made that most striking statement:
"Hereafter I will not talk much with you, for the prince of this world cometh,
and hath nothing in me." 1Is this, then, properly to be called God's world?
Anyone who has had much contact with people in *he last twenty yezrs knows
that there have been many who have claimed to:find it impossible any longer
to believe in Christiznity or to he believe in a God at all hecsuse of that
which they saw Pxisti'nl'n/this world. People hnve asked the cuestion:"How
