The thing that cramps the will of God is the failure of His pdeéple to avail
themseldves of His ...4... There is nothing that may not be over done. There

is nothing which may not be accomplished if God's people will devote themselves
to His pupppRExy¥xar® purposes, and follow him as He desires them to do. God

does not want us ever to stop before a door, and say we can't enter that door.

We can't do it. It may be there is another door He wants us to enter now.

There may be another théng it is the purpose one of us should fulfill. It may
not be His will that one particular one of us should enter one particular door.
But there is no door, there is no gate, there is no force which can resist the
prayers of God's people, and the determined effort of God's people to carry out
His will. Oh, how little 1is our fiath, how far short we come of taking this
caase and breaking it (?5) that the gates of Hell shall not prevail against God's
people if they are truly devoted to Him. Hz,0h, how far short we fall, and

how little we accomplish compared to what He wants us to accomplish, but how sa}d
it is tﬁaﬂeveryone of us sometime will find ourse¥ves in a situation where we
merit the rebuke of v.23.
