' follow Christ the whole Bible is God's Word. There are all too
many who take a few vv. from the Bible and spend their lives
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on those verses. I know men who take a few of the most wonder-
ful vve. of the Bible and spend their lives on them., and they
do a great deal of Godd ==good and God greatly blesses them.

I know other men who take verses that I believe they mis-
interpret in the light of their context and they spend their
lives on those few verses. Certainly they are doing harm. But
I believe God wants us not to take a few verses even of those
farses that bring ocut His great truths so clearly, but wants

Word. To see its interrelations and whgtever he gives he waggs us
to find out how to interpret it, how to understand it.

Love them, But those people over across the border, Hate ==
them, You should love those who are with you, and you should =
hate those who are against you. Christ is speaking against that.
He is saying, That is the wrong attitude (But it is not the OT
