When they as say that,

ask them, Where is this verse in the OT? Just what verse of the

OT is Christ quoting when he says, "Ye have heard it said, Thou

shalt love thine neighbor and hate thine enemy?
You'll find the OT says, Thou shalt love thy nelghbor as thy-

self, but there is nothing in the context about hating your -

enemy. Christ 1is not here speaking of the OT. He is speaking of

the common attitude that people and particularly among the -

heathen people of His day, which was love the people of your

nation, the people of your organization, the people of your

group. Love them. But those people over across the bdrder, Hate

them. You should love those who are with you, and you should

hate those who are against you. Christ is speaking against that.

He 1s saying, That is the wrong attitude (But it is not the OT
attitude). But that this attitude which is not the OT attitude,

but which is a very common attitude is wrong. How much there is

in our world today that is a wrong hatred--a hatred of those who
belong to some other group, to some other race, or nation, or
viewpoint. How utterly wrong it is.
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
