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city today. We don't want traffic laws, why should anybody say where we
should drive? Now, the state does not tell us when we ought to drive, it
does not say wmkxg where you are to go. You can go south or north. You can
drive, or you can stay home. The law does not deter&ine what you are to do,
but it says a good bit about how your are to do it. Suppose there were no
laws whatever about driving. And somebody says I like to drive on the right.
And somebody else says I like to drive on the left. The people in Sweden
like to drive on the right. They had a vote there week before last, and the
people of Sweden voted, by a vote of I think about 3-2 thatthey wanted to
continue driving on the lefthand side of the road. Well, that is Xkyx® ftheir
privilege. They can drive. You go over to Norway and they drive on the
right, you go south to EmxEK Denmark, and you drive right, you go east to
Finland, they drive right, so you have the right to say, we are going fto
drive left. But if a Swede comes over to this country, he then has to abdde
by our laws and drive right. And if he would insist, I like the ¥ Swedish
way. I like to drive 1eft, and drive left on Broadway hefe, Broad Street
here, we would soon have difficulty, and collision, and possibfly death, and
his own feelings and desires in the matter would be accepted by no one as an
excuse for his having driven on the left side. The trafficg laws of this
type are laws which are made in order to make it possible that we shall get
along together, and each of us enq?y our lives without interfering with others.
Well, God we can think of as a righteous judge who has established certain
laws and regulations in His universe which are for the good of all. He has
a power far beyond anythlng any of us could ever have of all the ins and outs
and the reuslts of everything which He might lay down. He has a love for us
far beyond what any earthly lawmaker could x®x ever have, and He laid down
His righteous laws.
