I'm looking forwaré to great blessings from his presence with us this year. Now
the subject, "The History and the Testimondy of Faith Theological Seminary". As
you know our slogan is, "For the Word of God and the Testimonky of Jesus Christ".
And certainly the first asvect of the testimondy of Faith Seminary, is that our
purnose is to train men to go out to tell how to be saved through Christ. That is
our first testimonpy. That is our first purnose - there is no other purbose to
compare with it. If you fail to reach neople for Christ, you can have all the
knowlecdge, you can have such faith that you move mountains but it's all nothing
in the hands of God. It's nothing before Him if your first passion of your life
isn't to reach the world for Christ. And that is our first great burden here -
the first great central feature of our testimonpy. We're not interested simply
in training v»eople who will know a great deal and go out amm with their knowkedge.
Everything we do is for a purnose and your knowledge is for the ourpose of making
Christ known. That is the first aspect of our testimongy here at Faith Seminary.
But our testimongdy, while that is its first emphesis, its most central feature,
its most vital part, that is not all that there is to it. I've known people
who've said, "Why should I study Hebrew and Greek? Why should I go into studying
these details of theology. Ifve got John 3:15, Why don't I go out and vreach
John 3:16 - that's all the world needs." Well, if you take John 3:16 and every-
thing that says the same thing in other words out of the Bible, I'd say you're
far better off with John 3:16 and nothing else than with 2ll the rest of the Bible
without the teaching of John 3:15. But I don't believe that God wants us to make
such & distinction. John 3:1% must not be central - it must be orimary - but God
wants us to kmow and love and oresent His entire word - for the Word of God and for
the testimoqﬂy of Jesus Christ. So the testtmoqﬁy of Faith Seminary is not simply a
testimong¢y for salvation throush Christ, though that is its most vital feature, it is

e testimondy for the study of the Word of God which shows us not only how to be saved
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
