And then they come to Brown and when they take him¢ Brown
says to me, "What's the matter with that machine? It got the other two fellows
all right but thatXIBE 's not a bit like me". And you know everybody thinks it's
perfect for the others but it's no good for him and that's the reason I put 10 on
at once instead of Jjust taking & record of one perscn. Because when you hear it
getting the others well, you may perhaps think that really it's not so bad on you
too. But it is a fact that none of us can hear ourselves talk and we don't like to
texe anyboiy else's advice on the matter.
