And the verson who carries on through a long life
of effective accomplishment learns after he works a bit to comnletely relax and then get his
strength back and be ready to go on. As a young man with a little effort anybody can learn.

When you get older it's much more difficult. And when you get on in years it may make a dif-

. ference of 10 or 15 years in the length of your ministry in the Lord's service whether you
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learn to handle the body and the mind and the nerves the Lord has given you in order to make
them last. "As thy servant was busy here and there, he was gone." Are you busy at the things
the Lord wants you to be busy at? Are you busy doing His work now, reaching souls for Him now?
Are you busy learning to make yourself effective so that you can accomplish for Him in days to
come? Will this coming summer be 2 time when you will be growing in the Lord, going forward,
becoming more able to serve Him effectively or will you look back and you'll say, "The weeks
went by,the summer is gone." "Thy servant was busy here and there" and "I'm not as well ore-

mred now for the Lord's work as I was when school stovpmed.

Oh God, our Father, help us each one to avoid being in the postion the prophet described. Help
us to avoid being in a position where we have to say, "Thy servant was busy here and there, and
he was gone." My God, the exams are coming soon. Help us each one,our God, not to get ready
the night before but to have done faithful work during the semester. Help us our God to have
done faithful work during these coming three works, to have the work ready so that we can relax
Jjust beflore the exams and be in first-class condbion to give a prover picture of what we really
know.
