But suppose 500 others went for

ward and were emotionally moved and then were turned to follow Reinhold

Niebuhr and dozens of others of the same type, to get the poison that might

and might not in their case lead them not to reaflj in their hearts accept the

Lord but would ruin any chance of their being effectiie workers for the Lord,

and in the end to keep hundreds or thousands who might have come to the Lord.

It's terrible. To compromise with that which leads people to hell is terrible

it's wicked, it is ghastly. Separation is not an end in itself. God doesn't

want us to put up a banner, separation, this is the thing that counts. The

thing that counts is salvation. It is coming to know the Lord. I is the

witnessing to Him. But separation is a means along the way and a very import

ant means. It is a tremendously important thing if kept in its right place.

But even the best of men, even the glorious teaching of the return of Christ,

if made the primary thing instead of being put in its proper place, can become

a hindrance to the Lord's work. We must stress these matters of prophecy,
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
