So this boolk is not a bLook of anyone who was just an
enemy of the thing, anxiocus to find things to attack, it was one whio was for it and wio
gracually saw what it was. Here's another book that I think is very excellent. I CROUSE
FRE:DCM, by Victor Kravchenko. Xravchenko was a young man in Rusgia when the revolution
came. He became an engineer of considerable importance in the Russian system. #nd he
was sent over here to nmericaﬂ as one of their renresentatives for purchasing during the
war. 4And he decided that he would quit them and mould give uvo 2ll his connection with
his background in order to get away from the system and he wrote this book in which he
descrives his exveriences as a young men simnly one of the young Russians coming um
there, as he was given work to do, as he came in contact witk the brutality, with the
underhandedness, with the deviousness of the whole system, amrd he simnly decided he

could not stand it any longer and he wrote this book I CHOSE FREEDOM. There are a number
of books which tell of individual experiences like that. To me they are the most effect-
ive in showirg what is there. There is » system there which is determined to conguer

the world. A system which believes thot meterialism is the true vhilosovohy of life,
dialéetical materialism, believes that it is fated to win, but believing in materialism
does not believe in such a thing as ggg%ggé. Words, according to Communist theory , are
used to accommlish that which is for the advancement of Communism, they're not used to
vresent truth. They're used to advance what is for the interest of Communism. President
Truman s2id that when he w=s at Potsd~m and they made their agreement with the Commun-
ists, he said that within six months there were more than forty smecific vpromises that
they had broken, vromises which they broke within six months. To them it is nothing.

A voromise is nothing. It is Jjust a word that is used to accommlish your objective. 4nd
so we have, I wish I could cdevelon these things, I wish we had more time/ bo illustrate/
them but we leve 2 system there, a vower system, which #s determined to conquer the world.
and to establish a dictatorshin of a little groun over the whole world, and any revre-
sentation is all right if it advances the cause, any brutality is all right if it ad-

vances the cause, the vower must rest with tle little grouv that is in control. We are
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
