He said to live
as Christ I have (1 1/2) but he said to dié is gain, if I die I have more
of (éhrist. For the Christian Death is merely an instrument, an entrance. He has eternal
life to us now, He is not going (1 3/4)
He that believeth on the son hath life and the Christian has that life right now and he is
enjoying it and should be enjoying. He is living with the Lad Jesus Christ as his com~-
panion right now, and for thim when death comes, for some it is sort of easy, for others
there is an unpleasantness and misery to do through but in either case, for the Christian
i t is merely a step through a door. As I lokked at John Lane there I thought, oh, I'd like
to have another talk with him, I would like to discuss the things of the Lord again as I
used to do. I would like to ask his opinion on a lot of things, but I wouldn't have asked

God to bring him back. I wouldn't for the world have asked him to, because I know he
