began to put moderates into pulpits where the people <idn't want them at 2ll, but
they wore put In and there was -othing vou could do about it. Tho situation got s0
bed that in 1843 after they bhad appealed to the parlisment of Oreat Britain and re-
ceived no relp from them, in 1843 nearly five hundred postors w out from thoir
churches , gave up their settled salories that wvere palid by ﬁs‘mmmt, gave up
their warm manses, gave up their places to preach ond walked out, because they could
not submit to the terms thet were laid down by the land holders and by the British
Government., The disruption of 1843 ~ Thomas Chalmers was the leader as these ministers
walked out from the Ueneral -Asmhly. MeChane would have been active in it. FHe wos
greatly intcrested in the movement bhut he died two years before it came to the é—iﬁ%
of the disruption. “nd then the land holders in Secotland sald, "/e zre not poing to
put up with this robellion.
