It will helgz but it wikk-= helps us because

it is true and because it is founded on truth. Just lookat how the apostle's

love began in his first epistled. If you ever sa a statement of evidence of

the importance of evidence, you find it here in/iohn 1:1 and 2:"That which was

from the beginning, which we have heard, which we have seen with our eyes, which

we have looked upon, and our hands have handled, and of the Word of life; (For

the life was manifested, and we have seen it, and bear witness, and shew unto you

that enternal life, ¥w- which was with the Father, and was manifested unto us;)"

Just look at all these types of evidence. We are talking, they say, about what

we know, we know this is true. ..Verse 2 quoted. The thied verse says,:BdU-- "That

which we have seen and heard declare we unto yow, ..." Christianity is religion

of truth. Chtistianity is religion of faith, yes. But faith does not meani
and fold it

simply gettings ideas/in your head. That is not what faith means. Faith does not

mean that it does not matter whether it is true or not. That kind of faith can

have tremendous effect upon us. I saw that in my own experience when I was in

Seminary. I came to my last year in Seminary, and near that Seminary was

hospital
a University which had a very, very fine small heuse for students which was opened

to the students of the Seminary. And I had been there nearly for three years, and never
