The passage wouldn't make any
sense without it. But we cannot le?rn from it what time of day the rapture x is
going to be because &¥mnd Godfgg:::k;x want us to know. He wants us always to
be ready whenever He may come.
And you notice the next verse there in Luke: the 37th. ''And they answered
and said unto him, Where, Lord? And he said, 'Wherever the body is, there will ;7
the eqales be gathered together." Wherever there's a part of the body of Christ
nn any part of this world; there they will be snatched up to meet the 18rd in the
air. All over the world the individuals will be taken out when the rapture of
the church comes. Jesus didn't tell us what kind of time of day the rapture is
going to be. He didn't tell us what month it's going to be. He didn't tell us
what year itk it's going to be. Matthew 24 and 25 have repeated over and over the
statement that you are not to know when the Lord is coming. We find it in verses
27 and 28. It is something that will affeéct the whole world from the east to the
west. Matthew 24: 27 and 28, "For as the lightning/ggggih out of the east, and shines
skawetk even unto th west; so will the coming of the Son of man be. For wherever the
carcass is, there will the eagles be gathered together.'" Verse 36 says, ''But
of that day and hour knoweth no man, no, not the angels of heaven, but my Father only."”
Verse 42 says, ¥Kathk ''Watch therefore: for ye know not what hour your Lord doth
come.'" Verse 44 says, ''Therefore be ye also ready: for in such an hour as yve think
not the Son of man cometh." And chapter 25, verse 13, says, 'Watch therefore, for
ye know neither the day nor the hour in which the Smwef Son mfamoamx of man cometh."
Now thoe there are some people who say, ''Before the Lord can come they've gog to

build a temple in Jermsalem. So we know He can't come first. They've got to build
