11:13, These all died in faith, not having received the promises

but having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them, and embraced them, and confessed ti

that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth. For they that say such things declare

plainly that they seek a country." And that is vital for us to do, and keep our eyes on

that ahead which is the Lords goal for us. And so the. same idea is stress again here in

point C, the book of Numbers is the. principle record of Israel's wilderness journey, and

the Christian is now in a wilderness journey'..

Christian workers, Christian leaders who become so emesited in

the things of this world that they fail to keep their eyes on the Lord. I have been par

ticularly shocked in the last few years to hear of men who have ±ven every evidence of

being greatly' used of the Lord who fell into the sort of lust and sin that Christians

have always abbored, and have had to leave. the ministry altogether. I heard of a number of

cases of individuals of whom one would never dream of such a thing of this-person, but
