difficult/to know ftts will. But if we keep our eyes on Him and truly put Him first

we can know that He will, lead us just as truly as He lead the Israelites by the

pillar of cloud and the pillar of fire.

0 the marvellous deliverance the Lord brings in the '1 ives

of each of us if we truly wait upon Him. But let us not forget to stop and thank Him

for it and to remember what he does in our lives.
