There
are various types of laws. There are three main types of Biblical laws.

1. Moral law. Now by the moral law we mean something quite different from the
etypology of the word moral, because etymologically it goes back to mores. a Lating
word which simply means customs or habits. But we have developed the word so that to
us it means SDmething fery different from its latin derivation. By moral law we
mean those fundamental principles of right and wrong which are eternal. And of course
God will never do anything:ggzlrary to any principle ‘of what is right and wrong.
There are certain matters that are eternal in théir importance fd and these we find
summarized in the 10 commandments. But we find_hany other sections in OT and NT which
present features of moral law, and it is God's will and His desire that.we always
stand for what is right as He also stands for what is fight.
