to understand the Word of God and to learn how to app1,y it.

Well this is Capital A. the Importance of this preparation.'---It is very

important that we get the preparation that we need for our pilgrimage joumney for

the Lord. And as we think of that we ) look at that Book of Num. because this comes

at exactly this same place in relation to the pilgrimage journey of the Israelites

who had been saved from the oppression of Pharaoh, repreenting the way we are saved

from sin through the sac2ifice of the Lord Jesus Christ and we open the book of NUN

and we fidd Capital B.

B. The First Step. the Census. isi-L6, and what a let-down it gives us. 'What a

way to start your preparation for your pilgrimage for the Lord. to take a census. Vhat

a dry, boresome, dull thing to bother with at this point --the taking of a census.

But that is where Num. starts. And through the accident of our translating the Greek
