Well if you take any book and take a verse here and a verse there you will find con

tradictions. There are verbal contradictions everywhere. But when you get a g little

furthere down into the meat of it, when you see what is really said %)fØ, there, you

find that the contradiction i. a contradiction of words rather than a contradiction of

reality. Because Satan cannot do anything but what God permits him to do. God permit.

Satan to continue and to do certain things and we have to struggle against Satan, but
should

God desires that we whould learn to overcome in the struggle. And God would, permit

Satan to do anything if it were not eventually for our good provided we look to the Lord

and follow Him in through the temptation, through the difficulty. So here we have a

situation where there were definite reasons which we could look at if we had more time

why it was a desirable % thing from the viewpoint of God's plan, and we also have

very definite reasons why it was from %%7f Satan's viewpoint a very desirable thing

depending how it came out.
