We need to
give it a proper stress, we need often to think of it particularly in these days when
there is so much denial of God*s Word; when there is so much tearing down the faith of
God's people. We need to think of it, but we should remember that it is subsidiary to
the other truths, to the other purposes. We stand for God's truth not because the fact
that I say I believe this is true, I deny any attacks upon it, I stand for it is itself
an end. It is a means of prewenting others from being kept from the knowledge of the
Word. It s a means of leading others to look to the truth of God and be saved. It is
