"And if any man die very suddenly by him, and he hath

defiled the head of his consecration, then he shall shave his head in the day of his

cleanising, on the seventh day % shall he shave it . ...vs. 10, vs. ii, vl2 And he

shall consecrate unto the Lord the days of his consecration or separation, or

Nasiriteship whichever way you want to translate this NAZIR, and shall bring a lath

of the first year for a trespass offering, but the days that were before shall be bet,

because his separation was defiled." And so his provision for special unexpected

emergencies, not in the normal run of life, very unusual things, to interrupt it.

It was an interruption, not an end.

S. The Nazirite must make all the various types of offerings at the conclusion

of his Naziriteship. You would find it very interesting to go through the 21 'vs. of

ch. 6 which is dealing with th special type of consecration of the Nasirite and to

see how many different types of offerings are mentioned here.
