Of course there are people
who go to church simply because their parents did or because they wers brought up that
way. But a great many of them drop out of the habit. But of the bulk of people that are
going tc church and are not getting anything, at leest a third of them I think have a
real hunger for something real. Anc if there -- anything time there is a chance to give
them somethdng I believe that it is marvellous to tske advantage of it. I praise God
for these two testimonies and I wish that I could hear from all of you. But now we
must go back to the book of Num. ageln. and see what it has to say sbout cur Christian
lives and our gervice for the Lord. And we began to look last time at VII The Sending
of the Spiee. And under VII we looked at B. The Spies Belected and Commissioned. We
saw at the end of the hour that their task was to examine the land. the people. the
facilities. its fertility, and that they were not only to bring bsck word of what they
found but that they were to bring back samples.
