That's rediculous, but

it's just the way that some - . lit of people get of these temporary things. .1.1st

Some people feel god has called them to be a missionary in a certain place, and if they

can't be a missionary in this particular country, or this particular town they are dis

loyal to the Lord. Now .1 do not deny there may be cases. There doubtless are cases

where God prepares a man for a particular work and God wants him in that particular

place, but I'm quite sure they are rare.

And our list opportunities, they may easily be such that we

will regret all our lives. Or they may be such that we can cone back and repent and

make it up and go forward. Let us pray that we will never be like the Israelites here

who refused and then God said, Yes you shall wander in the wilderness 40 yrs. And then

they said, Well, we're going. And then they went. They failed both ways. They failed

through not going, they failed when they did go.
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
