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Lord's blessing necessarily upon the food any more than He would give it any way if

the people are people who truly love the Tord. But the fact of remmebering the Lerd

in connection with the meel, of tsking a bit of time to remind ourselves regularly

about the Lord and His goodness to us i3 a very valuable thing in keeping us from

drifting awey. And it's so easy to drift awasy. But of course the trouble with the blue

border, the trouble with matters 1ike this is that we soon get used to them. We soon

get so used to them they just seem to be regular things that should be dome this way

end that'!s it. And they have no more meaning to us. And therefore it is very irportant

that we change such matters from time to time. It 18 ruch more important that we think

of new methods of rewinding ourselves of the Lord and of His goodness and of His purposes

for us than that we carrying on any one particular sacrament, any one particular sigm,

any one perticular ermbler or anything of thet kind. The irportent thing is that we use

means of bringintg back teo our attention repestedly and frequently the fact of the Lord's

goodness end of our obligations to Him. And so I believe that as ministers we should think

these things through and not let ourselves get an attitude of giving too great importance

to any detail, or any form or any ceremony of any particujmr thing, but to think of the

purpose of all such mstters, of all signs and significations and everything like that.

The purpose to remind us. w: have later on in this book of Num. we will come to where

they put up the brazen serpent and the people would look to it and be healed. And it was

a marvelous reminder of God's blessing, of Ood's mercy. of the way that God would make a

provision for sin. And Jesus said itpointed directed to what He would do. But in the days

of Bﬁ;;;;i;ﬁ%he people were worshipping it and Hezekish was commande of the Lord to tear

it down and destroy it. “hen any sign becomes an end ifiself we should get rid of it and

substitute ggff something else, but we should try constantly to have signs and indications

and habits and things that will remind us of the Lord and of His purposes for us. lLet's pray@
