There are a few alphabets knewn which are net directly derived frem it but which were
originated by people which were familiar with one eof these alphabets and got the idea
frem it, Se we can say that nearly esvery alphabetic system of writing in t?o werld gees
back te the system that started in Pslestine c. 1500 B,.C. and the few t:::/:t directly
#ack te it, go back te it indirectly. Amnd yet K. @, VWells says Notking of impertance
vver happened in Pglestine. But I was interested in what N, @. Wells went on te say
about Selomen. Se I think befeore we leck at this in relatieon te archaselegy. I will
call your attention te twe Seripture passages that speak particularly eof Sclemen and
they are both spoken by sur Lerd Jesus Christ. Se the guestien of whether Selomen lived
or was anything like he was described in the OThas tremendous impertance in our attitude
toward Carist, because if Selemen was merely a petty king who amounted te verylittike

tertainly
and is net at all as he is described in the OT then the Lerd Jesus Christ certinly
showed utter lack of intelligence teo speak as He did in these twe passages.

Now the firstef these im in Mt. 6:28-29 where our Lord said, A:d why take ye theught
of raiment, Comsider the lilies eof the field how they grew. They toilnet deither de they
spin and yet I say unte you that even Sel. in all his glery was net arrayed like one of
these." What a tremendous stztement. He wants to show the greatness of God; the wonders
of Ged's creatien. and he says that even Sel. imn all kis glery was net arrayed like
these."” And N.G. Wells says that Sel. was just a little petty kinglet that did net
amouat teo anything much. Well our Lerd made a similar statement that is quoted in other
places in tke Gospels. But I call ysur attention te a2 statement by him te snether thing
about Selomon. Turn te Lk. 11:31 "The queen of th south shall rise up the judgment with

the men of this generation snd cendean f{or she came from the utmost parts of the earth to
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
