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to think that there is any truth teo them at all. Se I believe the Lerd in his wisdem
did net cause such a menument to be found. Well now didn't Selemen put up such menu-
ments? I think he probably did. All kings have done that. But we read in the OT of
one of the kings that put plaster ever a stene and he wrote on tae plm ter. The Meso-
potamian and Egyptian rulers take stemes and they engrave their insciprtiens sn them
and those last. But if a persen is not interested simply in his ewn vain glery but
in giving infermatien it is just abeout as goed teput plaster over and make the marks
on the plaster. It leoks just as goed fer the present. but it demez deesnt't last.
Ve hawe nothing of it fer the future.

New in Egypt we have papyri that were buried with the kings. #nd This has lasted
in the dry air of ¥gypt. In the moister air of Palestine ne papyrus frem ancient times

of the . ancient

has lasted. Se a great ameount of writing dewn there,we den't have any frem amcidient
times. We have some writimg on petscherds and such things., but ysu get near the time
of Christ before you get te sny actual writing on what was the commenest --- on what
were the commen things they used to write em. Over in Mssopetamia all their writing
was done on clay tablets and thousands of these have lasted. But we have ne such
remains frem Palestine. What of it? Is Seol. jaust a myth? Was there never sulbazmonrsonoonoo
such a king in Israel with any such power over such a tremendous area? as Sel.
is desecribed in the Bible as having had? Well we ge back te the city of Megidde.
You are all familiar with Armegeddon I suppese referred te in the NT as the plsce whare
a grt. battle is te take place in fut. time. But well knewn te histeriasns as tha.plaac
where grt. battles have taken place ag zmd 8z recently as W.W. I and alse at many times
at aneient times. Megidde is a place that commands an entrance on the grt. caravan route
from Egypt up te Mesepotawia. The valley cleses in and youzhmekhave te cress ever frem
it and right there is that great fortress of Megidde. In 1505 @xzi@ixx or 1906 Pref.
Zellin and Pref. Vatzinger from Germany began an excavation at NMegiiide. In excavating
there at Megidde they did met have the techniques that have beem develeped in mere
recent years and they a did not have the fumds te carry it out thereughly. Se what they
did was te feollew a technigue that is not used im --- anymere teday. The techmique they

hound in 1929.
used was to dig tremches. I walked about the Mt. of Megidde
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
