Bt says he built a navy of ships in Sxien CGeber which is bside Eloth sn the shere of the
Red Sea and the lamd of Edem. And Hiram sent in the mavy ais servant shipren whe had
knewledge of the sea with the servants of Soleowmon." Hiram was from Phonecia the great
land of naval travel. ef cemmerce and that seort ef thing in sucient tiwes. Hiram was
very helpful te David we read in the Bible. He was alse to Sclomen.
Then we read in vs. 26: "And they came to Ophir and fetchea from themce geld

120 tahents and brought it te K. Selomen." Bell if Solomen wanted te get gold frem
Ophir why would ke build a navy of ships down in ‘zien Geber there way down there te
the south. way across the desert st Akkaba the nertiaern end of the Gulf of Akkaba. If
you can imagine the Rodm;:a. You have the Red Sea ending in tuwe big gulfs. One zoes
way up te Suvz, up to where the Suez canal was built in the last century. The other
the ecastern one geoes up to Akkaba. Now if Selemon wanted teo get teo B Ophir which is
south Arabia and seuthern Ethepia if he wanted Lo get down there to get gold he could
conceivably have taken his ships which we [ind siszBu elsewhere in the Script. he had
taken those ships and gene dewn to Suez and then just carried the stuff across the
little distance of what is now the Suez camal and ithere built some ships te ge dewn
the Suez gulf and down te Rixksex Ophir amd get the geld.

Well you say geld is very very valuable. Maybe thepsople 22 in Ophip were seo fond
of Seolemen they just leved te give Aim their gold and he woula take the geld and it
would be bought up te Akkabak the geld is se valuadle it was werta carryimg it by
denkey pack up all that distamce north. Maybe se. But a yourng man named Gleuck whe
wa3s a student of archaeslegy found that difficult to believe. He found that bery cifficult
to beliefe andhe started an expedition to go down there te study this.
