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This mernin }/would like teo call your attention to a ver_y*aell known passage
in the latter part ;f the beek of Ephesians, starting with vs. 10 of chapter & of
the Book of Ephesians. The wonderful boek is one of the finest in the whole Bible 1
believe. I think that we can never get to the bottom of the depths of the Book of FEph.
It begins with mest wenderful dectrinalpalsages that give us an insight inte the very
being of Ged and His purpeses for us. And then after these very wonderful dectrinal passages
about Ged and Christ and the Church, then he discusses demestic situatiens and practical
suggestions. Then after that he says, Finally my brethren. Finally -- now we ceme tothe
conclusien. And theconclusien here is net asummary. It is not trying simply te repeat in
brief what he has given, but to drive home something that after all of these splendid
tcachings, he thinks i: particularly impertant. Finally, my brethren. Now this word "my
brethren" is not found in the earliest MSS. It was marked in the margin eof ene efthe
earliest MSS. but is otherwise not zgeﬁizg of the very earliest MSS. but it has been in
all later MSS. Therefore most of the present editiens of the Greek Testament simply leave
the word out, and it may be that it was not in the eriginal. And yet it imppesses me that
it fits here very very well. Their biggest éd’argument about leaving it out isthat he dees
not use it elsewhere in the Epistle, and after all there are only six vedrses? - chapters
in the Epistle. It does'nt seem te me that that proves that the word doesn't beleng here.
But the word certainly dees fit. Paul gives these wonderful teachings abeut Ged. And then
he gives these matters about the relatiens of people in demestic 1ife and se on, and then
he says, Finally. my brethren. Here is semething that I need, and you need. Something'in
which we stand tegether in the need ofthis that I am new going to give you. Finally, my
brethren, be strong.

Some peeple have the idea that Christians are weak, are A namby pamby. Christians -
I remembegﬁﬁzaring somebedy, yeu knew they said. I always thought Christians were just
namby-pamby weak people. I never cared te listen te what they said. But then when I heard
Dr. MacRze had walked clear acress the Grand Canyen and clear back again I decided he

wasn't such a weak. namby pamby person. and maybe he was worth listening te! Well, of

course it is this misunderstanding that has led te organizatiens (such as) Christian

athlets. and erganizatiens like that to show the world that there is nething intrinsically
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
