And he came te the ram thst had twe herms, which I had seen standing
before the river, and ran unte him in the fury of his power. And I saw him come
clese umte the ram, and he was meved with anger, agsinst him, and smete the ram,
and broke his twe herms; and there was ne power im the ram te stamnd befere him, and
stamped upen hin; and there was nene that ceuld deliver the ram eut of his hand."

New Danie)l then saw this ram ceme and saw it everceme everything, and them he
sees the he-geat rumning and yeu'd think this taing happens the next year.
But this ram, this he-geat that is descrived we find alse explained imn the interpre-
tatien. vs8.21. "And the reugh geat is the king of Oreece. and the great herm that is
betweon his eyes is the first king.® And this is Alexander the Great whe came in 335
sr be agaimst the Persian Empire. Now that's twe hndro&i";r 8¢ years later. The
Babylenaian Empire enly lasts fer 60 years, but this Persian Empire lasts feor mere
than 200 pears. And se we have a peried of 200 years botua? vr hrndi_n.’S. It A4
skips ever in these werds - "and as I was censidering, nh.ﬁ:‘ —-and 1t's 200 years
inbetween! 200 years this Persian Empire steed. Well them he says in vs. 8, Therefere
the he-goat grew very great; and whem he was streng, the great horm was brokea, and
for it came up four motable smes toward the four winds ef heaven. And that is explaimed
in vs. 22: "New that seing breken (that is the first king being breken) wheress feur
steed up for it, feur kingdems shall stand upeut of the matiemn. but net in his power.v
Here is a sumary of what teek place after 335. It was aseut 335 that yeumg Alexanmder
of Maceden whem the Greeks didn't cemsider a Greek. Ne was of Macedenia. But he
wanted te sensider hinself a Greek and his father had cesquered mest ef the Greeks
and he claimed te be a Greek and his lamguage was quite similar te the Oreeks. ind
ke was able te take his Macedeniam ceuntry A and te take ethers frem Oreece amd with
this young Alexander, after his father was assinated, preceeded te mareh eastwara and

te £ ocemguer all that area that had been the Babylemian empire, and te ge on inte
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
