But still ansther gemeral Antigemus FEdfgyf/ esecame the pretector of tie youmg
thild and Antigenmus claimed to e the suciesser of Alexander and the others were
fightirg against hir fer guite a whils, 2scause he trled te ecentrel them all
and (ke ended 27) up in cputreolling Mesepotania and Oreece. His
contrselling Oreece Was never very stremz. The (reek cviitles all wanted te e inde-
pendent, each ome separate by itself. And the Xiagz of Macddenia which Antigemus
hegame weuldsemetimes Rold seometimes hold some of the cities af the Greesks or
for a srief time he might hold thex all end them they weuld break sway {rem him
and his held om Oreece was always £ fragmentary. But he held Macedemia which the
map deesm't shew. It is just nerth ef Gresce. jind that Kifd( kimgdem lasted until sbemut

200 B, C. It lasted a 1ittle over 100 years. which you see is a leng peried FéRY/
in cenparrisen with the
cerpared te the Babylenian empire. but is quite shert conpared—with-the-Ptoteney

Ptelemaic rule of 300 years. And then his was ceaquered by Reme and taken ever by
Reme.

Now there is another of his gemerals named Seleucus. He 1is the mest impertant
of them all s far as Biblics) histery is cenvermed. S¢leucus had peen mpde the
ruler of Bebylsn. the area absut there —- by Alexander. and SIS/ Seleucus tried
te centrel that area ageinst the other claimants. Put he uwas defeated in battle
snd he fled to Rgypt and there he became enc of JESISHEF(F/ Ptelbney's princes(?)
and as one of Plolemey's gemersle ha m_joim.-.d in defeating Antigonus, and fercing
Antigonus back and them aftei} 4'&‘0 ;lttle in whick Antigenus had weer defeated,
Seleucus tesk a small greup of mer with him and rushed across the desert te Babylen
snd reestablished himself there and that was in 312 B, C. nine yegrs after Alexander's

death, And that 13 net z tremendeusly impertant date, but it is the best remembered

date of that whele peried. As much as 2000 years later we find decuments dated from
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
