which we have abundance of historical evidence. When Ptolemy broke »ff his friemdship
with him, Antiochus went again with a large army against Egypt.

You
must no more enter here with Egypt ot with Asia Minor, but keep in between these two areas."
"Well, Antiochus sald, that's only a matter that requires only a little consideratiom, that
request of the Roman senate." And immediately Léilius took his staff and drew a circle
around Antiochus in the sand, and he said, "You may corsider it just as dong as you
remain within that circle.” "When you leave that circle, I must know your answer."
And Antiochus immediaiely changed his whole attitude. "Le, he said, if that's the case
of course I'1ll do what the Roman Benate says."
