From vs. 31 on we read about the way in which God sent that rebuke.

Vhen Ahabl waslin a crisis, yes, he was very glad then to hear
of what the proplet woulu say, but now Alabl had the victery. Ahat was
not so interested now in bothering with the prophsts.
