high offices which they hold. But using these things as propaganda to destroy
the leadership that wants to keep our nation on the line that has made it
great. Sometimes I get so excited I just feel I'd like to spend a lot of
time trying to exert an influence in this area. Welll we should exert influence
in the world in which we live. But I try to calm my mind in these situations
by realizing that whatever happens to our country, whatever happens to this
world it is temporary. My help in it may accomplish a little but not a
